GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS

· The Applicant and their Faculty Sponsor (or mentor) must be current TCS members at the time of application.
· A Supporting letter from either your major Professor or another mentor in your field of research must be submitted either with the application or sent directly to the Program Officer by the closing date. 
· The grant is open to students enrolled in a Masters or PhD program.
· The grant shall not exceed $1000 USD 
· Submissions must include the completed application form, including TCS membership numbers of applicant and supervisor, and provide the following information in a single pdf document, no more than two single-spaced typed pages (not including literature cited) by the due date:
· A brief statement summarizing your research objectives and program and specifically describing how this fellowship will contribute to your research and to your ultimate career goals.
· Statement of financial need including description of the budget for which this fellowship will be used.
· An official description or announcement of the course, field experience, workshop or training program if the fellowship will be used (either in total or in part) for this type of activity.
· Incomplete applications will be returned and not considered until all appropriate paperwork is submitted.
· Previous recipients of the TCS Fellowship in Graduate Studies are ineligible to apply.
· The fellowship cannot be used for salary for either the applicant or any other person.
